	Important: The music must finish by 11pm so prompt starts and managed set lengths are expected. If you start late you may have to cut your set….so send someone not setting up to the bar to get your drinks before you go on stage (


Gear – If bands want to share then please negotiate with each other via the e mail addresses used to send this out, it usually works best if people offer to share gear first as some bands can feel awkward about asking. If you are willing to share, for example your kit, but request that other drummers bring their own snare, pedals and hardware then e mail that request round.

Please note the we do not provide amps or drum kits (we expect gigging bands to have their own gear) so if you’ve not got your own gear, or can’t get it there, please talk to the other bands about sharing. There is no obligation on bands to share (although it’s always a nice thing to do) and if you arrive without gear or an arrangement to share you may be told that you’re not able to play.

PA – The Hat Factory provide the PA. It’s more than sufficient for our needs and comes complete with monitors, lights, Engineer etc. Full Spec is available from www.pdmmusic.com, pdm gigs and then the Hat Factory page

Soundcheck – We have the space from 6 and will aim to give each band a decent soundcheck. We will aim to soundcheck in reverse order, ie starting with the band playing last but complete bands aren’t there we’ll soundcheck whichever complete band is there at the time. That way we, and the other bands aren’t waiting around for people to arrive.

Payment and Terms and Conditions – There are no charges to bands for playing and no minimum receipts on the door before bands are paid. Payment is worked out on the basis that 50% of the net door takings go to the Hat Factory to cover their costs (including paying PDM) and the remaining 50% is split equally between the bands. Full details about payments and the other applicable Terms and Conditions are available at www.pdmmusic.com and by playing this show you are confirming that you agree to them, whether in writing or not. 

Guest List – There is no Guest List. If you have made particular arrangements with Press/ Record companies etc please notify us in advance and we will sort something out. They will be asked for professional ID on the door. This is simply to avoid embarrassment when a parent wants to get in free and says they’re a Manager or a mate with a camera says they’re a Photographer to avoid paying and I have to say no as that takes income away from us, the bands and the Hat Factory.

BY ROAD:

From the M1 northbound,

Exit junction 10 - follow to A1081 roundabout.
Straight over the roundabout heading towards the Luton Town Centre. Left at the next roundabout, 50 yards to next roundabout then left at that roundabout.
Follow this road to the large roundabout, straight over the roundabout onto St Mary’s Rd.
Follow to mini-roundabout, left at roundabout onto Guildford St.
The Hat factory is located in Bute St, which is on your right at the first set of lights.

From the M1 southbound,

Exit junction 11 - take A505 eastbound. At the roundabout (PC World on left) turn right and follow this to another roundabout where you turn left onto Hatters Way. At the end of Hatters way there is an elongated roundabout leading to a larger standard roundabout. Turn left at the large roundabout into Telford Way.
At the end of Telford Way (by the traffic lights) follow the dual carriageway straight ahead of you (stay in the right hand lane) follow the road round and under a bridge (Royal Oriental hotel on your right, Station Rd on your left) and go straight over at the traffic lights under another bridge. Go through a set of traffic lights and a pedestrian set of lights and turn Left at  the next set of traffic lights with Easy Hotel on left. This is Bute St. and the Hat Factory is on your left.

From A6

Follow the A6 straight towards Luton Town Centre, it becomes New Bedford Road and you will pass Wardown Park on your left.
Keep following New Bedford Road until you get to a set of traffic lights (stay in the left lane), take a left at the lights and get into the right hand lane, follow the road round and under a bridge (Royal Oriental hotel on your right, Station Rd on your left) and go straight over at the traffic lights under another bridge. Go through a set of traffic lights and a pedestrian set of lights and turn Left at  the next set of traffic lights with Easy Hotel on left. This is Bute St. and the Hat Factory is on your left.

From A505 east

Take A505 into Luton - at the roundabout that meets the A5228 Stockingstone Rd, go straight over onto Hitchin Rd.
At the bottom of Hitchin Rd turn right at the mini-roundabout into Guildford St.
The Hat factory is located in Bute St, which is on your right at the first set of lights.


BY FOOT FROM THE RAILWAY STATION:

At the train station, take the exit to the Arndale Centre and George St this will take you over the station car park on a footbridge and down a flight of stairs onto Bute St. As you exit the stairs onto Bute St we are the first building on the right.
Parking –The map shows the three current town centre car parks. There are disabled parking bays in each of these car parks. All three car parks are open 24 hours a day and are free from 6pm to 8am. The Bus Station car park is now demolished and there is only access to Bute Street from Guilford St. (if you know the area don’t panic as the Hat Factory part of Bute St is now 2 way) and the Library Car Park is closed at the moment. 

The new car park entranced from Church Street is the one that is nearest to the Hat Factory. If you drive to the far end it’s only a minutes walk from the car park to the Hat Factory entrance
To park in The Mall and Library car parks you will need to take a plastic token from the machine at the entrance barrier to get in, which you have to run through a payment machine when you get back to the car park, so that when you feed it into the barrier at the exit it will raise the barrier, enabling you to leave.  Note, however, that if you arrive after 6:00, the service is free, although you still have to put the token through the machine to get out. Security staff patrol these two car parks.  
It is possible to park outside the Hat Factory to unload gear and then park your car. Someone from PDM (probably Paul who’s easily recognisable as he uses crutches) will be hanging around from 6pm to keep an eye on any gear unloaded. 

Access Information – The Hat Factory is a fully accessible venue. If you or a member of your audience have specific requirements or needs to check, for example, that the lifts are working it is best to call The Hat Factory on 01582 878101
